Quilt of Many Colors

The Quilt of Many Colors is about 80 by 95 inches, large enough for a double or queen size bed.  Made from all-cotton fabrics, the quilt is machine pieced and hand quilted. Each quilt takes nine to twelve months to complete.

Like any fine quilt, it should be laundered on a gentle cycle in a front-loading machine and air dried. 
The 2008 Christ Church Quilt focuses on the contrast of light and dark. Nine narrow ribbons of bright-colored fabrics are edged in narrow bands of yellow and framed by pillars of dark blue marbled sashing.  Evoking the feel of medieval castle windows, the rays of light are pieced from remnants of the 31 quilts that have been handcrafted by the Christ Church Capitol Hill Community Quilters Extraordinaire.
The Christ Church Capitol Hill Community Quilters Extraordinaire have been making quilts as part of their fundraising activities since 1984, with proceeds supporting outreach efforts such as Hurricane Katrina relief efforts, and Millennium Development Goals, working to cut global poverty in half by 2015.
